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SCRAMBLER LEE
O.T.A. SPEAKER

Bob Lee, 13-year scrambling guarterback for the Minnesota Vikings, the
Atlanta Falcons and the Los Angeles Rams, will be the fall speaker at
O.T.A.'s October 24th dinner meeting at the Olympic Club, Lakeside. One
of Lee's scrambles for the Falcons in 1973 was voted the greatest ever on
Monday Might Football.

Bob played in three Super Bowls, was the Falcon's Most Valuable
Player in 1973 and the Rookie of the Year with the Vikings in 1969. In the
phone-in voting for the most exciting scramble held last fall, Lee’s run raised
$114,000 for earthquake relief in the Bay Area. It was the most money ever
raised from a sports call-in.

For local O.T.A.ers, Bob is especially remembered as a star baseball
and football player for Lowell High and City College of San Francisco during
the mid-sixties. He was All Bay Area for CCSF in both baseball and football
in 1965. Bob later played at the University of the Pacific and graduated from
there with a BA in 1968 and an MA in education in 1971.
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OLD BLUES NITE AT O.T.A.

California football coach Bruce Snyder was the featured speaker atthe O.T.A. 119th semi-annual meeting held at the Olympic
Club, Lakeside on April 25. Over 250 members were present including a goodly number of Ex-Golden Bears.

Sounding a little like his fellow Cal coach Lou Campanelli, who addressed our fall meeting, Bruce detailed the difficulties
of recruiting “Blue Chip” athletes who can measure up to Cal’s vigorous academic standards. An indicator of the type of athlete
Cal is producing these days is the fact that quarterback Troy Taylor, a fourth-round choice by the New York Jets, was the only
Bear to go in the opening rounds. During that same span, U.5.C. and Notre Dame each had ten players drafted.

Bruce was optimistic about his chances for 1990. He felt he had an exceptionally good recruiting year and has some expe-
rienced vets returning. Since Taylor has been the Cal quarterback for four years, filling his spot will be a high priority. Snyder
already has three candidates fighting for the spot, all talented but only a few minutes varsity experience among the three of
them.

Bruce reminisced about his 27 years of coaching and some of the boys he helped develop; Dan Fouts, Anthony Davis, Eric
Dickerson et. al. He obviously has a great love both for the game of football and working with youngsters.

Snyder made mention of the high caliber of men now coaching in the Pac-10 and how that can only make the conference
