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Stanford's Montgomery
to be Fall Speaker

Mike Montgomery, head bas-
ketball coach at Stanford for
the lastfive years, willbe OTA's
headline speaker at the Fall
dinner on Wednesday, Octo-
ber 23 at the Olympic Club at
Lakeside. Montgomery led the
1988-89 Cards to the National
Invitational Tournament (NIT)
title. It was Stanford's first na-
tional basketball title since they
won the NCAA 46 years ago
during the 1941-42 season.

During the 1988-89 cam-
paign, the Cards set a school
record of 15 conference wins
and a second place finish in
the Pac-10 behind nationally
ranked Arizona. In his five
seasons at Stanford, Mont-
gomery has chalked up the
third best home record in the
conference. Arizona's 74-5 (.937) at McKale Center and UCLA's 68-
14 (.822) at Pauley Pavilion led Stanford's 60-13 (.822) at Maples
Pavilion. The 1988-89 team finished 12th in the final United Press
International Poll and 13th in the Associated Press Poll; Stanford's
highest ranking since 1962-63 when the Cards finished 10th in the
UPI Pall.

Montgomery's style features the fastbreak, butemphasizes a fine-
tuned half court offense that executes. In the past three seasons,
Stanford has shot nearly 50 percent from the floor. Defensively, the
Cards have out rebounded the opposition in 72 of their last 98 games.
In thedpast four years, Stanford has run up an impressive 85-44 (.659)
record.

During the summer of 1991, Montgomery coached the Pac-10 All-
Stars through a tour of Holland and Belgium. Prior to coming to
Stanford, he coached at Montana where he had five second place
regular season finishes in the Big Sky Conference. Mike is a native
of Long Beach and a 1968 graduate of Cal State Long Beach where
he received his Bachelor of Arts degree in physical education. He
received his Masters from Colorado State in 1976. Mike is married
and he and his wife, Sarah, have two children; John, age eight and
Anne, age six. The family resides in Menlo Park near the Card
campus.

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Klemmer: Player, Coach and Referee

Popular Grover Klemmer was our guest speaker at the OTA's 121st
Semi-Annual meeting held at the Olympic Club at Lakeside on
Woednesday, April 24. Grover had many old buddies in the audience
from his days at Galileo, St. Mary's Pre-Flight and City College of San
Francisco where he coached or played football, basketball and track.
This night, however, Klemmer was appearing as a veteran NFL
Official, more specifically as an Instant Replay Arbitrator, a post he
has held since 1987.

Grover described in detail the complexities of this controversial
aspect of professional football. There are not only the technical
communications between the booth and the field officials to consider
but also the tremendous pressure thatis created by a packed stadium
and a television audience of millions. Klemmer noted the sophistica-
tion of present day professional football and the level of specialization
of the players involved. His remarks provoked a deluge of questions
that were still being discussed in the parking lot long after the last
dinner plate had been removed.

An outstanding local athlete, Klemmer set records in the 440 and
880 yard runs and later went on to Cal where he established four
world records as a member of the Bear track team. He returned to San
Francisco after the war to become football and track coach at CCSF
from 1946-86 and won five championships.

OTAers are grateful that Grover Klemmer shared his expertise
with us. He continued the outstanding tradition of OTA after dinner
speakers.

Galileo
Hall of Famer

Lou Micheli, long time OTA
member, is our latest honoree
having beeninductedinto Galileo
High's Hall of Fame last May.
Lou played basketball for Galileo
in 1938, 1939 and 1940 and was
selected All-City in both 1939
and 1940. In his senior season,
1940-41, he was the second
highest scorer in the league.
Micheli played for the St.
Mary's Frosh in 1942 and then
was inducted into the Army and
sent to Hardin-Simmons where
he played for the U.S. Army. Lou
made All-Army Southwest Area
in 1943 and was the league's top
scorer. He later played for the
AAU Champs, the San Francisco
Athletic Club; the YMI from 1946
through 1950 and played in the
Pan American Games in Mexico.
