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Magowan Hits Home Run

Old Time Athletes filled

the main banquet room of the
Olympic Club-Lakeside on Wednes-
day, April 28th. The occasion was our
126th semi-annual dinner meeting
and the featurcd speaker was
Peter Magowan, managing partner
of the San Francisco Giants.

T HREE HUNDRED

Later that evening the statcly old
Olympic Club was rocking with the
most rousing ovalion in recent
memary. The changmatic Magowan
had completely won over the audi-
ence with a stcp-by-step account of
howhe and his associales saved major
league baseball for San Francisco.

Able to laugh at his own inexperi-
ence in such matlers, Peter detailed

the dramatic signing of Barry Bonds
only to discover it was highly illegal
as he did not as yet own the Giants.
“For 48 hours, Safeway had a meal
culler making seven million a year.”

Magowan placed the financial im-
pact of the Giants on San Francisco at
ninety three million dollars and two
thousand jobs, but equally important
to the City were the intangible values
that are inherent to a major Icague
franchise; among those he cited were
ghetto kids gelting their first look ata
real ballpark, older shut-ins having
their lives brightened by a lew howrs
at the ‘Stick’, parents and grandpar-
ents getting Lo know their kids at a
ballgame and finally young boys
adopting players as role models as
many of the old timers did with the
old Scals and Mission Reds.

Pcter realized he could not accom-
plish any of his goals without making
Candlestick a warm and friendly
place. He describcd how the Giants
utihzed every opportunity o up-
, grade the food and drink
- concessions soimportant tocn-
joying a ball game. He spoke

also of how six million dollars had
been spent 10 make Candlestick a
rcal baseball park rather than the
stercotyped foothall stadiums being
{ uscdbyihePhillics, RedsandCards.

During his timcon the podium, one
{ gotthe fecling that Peter Magowan
was a guy who understood base-
ball and had a rcal love for the
game. He madc many friends for
the Giants that mght and we thor-
oughly enjoyed his company.

Afier getting knocked down a few
times, my brother was convinced
this guy was all he was cracked up
1o be, and went home.

I never told him of my sneaky trick
uniil [ was master of ceremonies at
his 50th wedding anniversary, and
told it to the friends and relatives at
the party. We all laughed about it 60
years after it happened.
