Dun joined CBS in 1968
and worked as a football analyst
for the network through the 1993
scason. He began his football
career at San Francisco's St.
Ignatius College Preparatory
High School and played football
for the University of Oregon
where he earned a degree in Po-
litical Science. He was recruited
to Oregon by then assistant coach
George Seifert. Drafted by the
San Diego Chargers, Fouts spent
hisentire NFL careerwith that team.

He was elected to the Profes-
sional Football Hall of Fame in
1993 during his first year of eligi-
bility and received numerous
awards and honors throughout his
career. He was named NFL and
AFC Plaver of the Year in 1982,
AFC Most Valuable Plaver in
1953, and elected to the Univer-
sity of Oregon Hall of Fame in
1992 and named Alumni Man of
the Year in 1993. Retiring with
eight NFL records and 42 club
records, he 1s also NFL's second

all-time passing leader in comple-
tions, attempts and yardage.

Dan follows in the footsteps
of his father Bob Fouts, who was
the station’s weeknight sports an-
chorin 1968 and for thirteen years
was the voice of the San Francisco
49ers for CBS Sports. Bob will be
accompanying Dan as our guest at
dinner, meeting many good friends
once again.
