Washington Addresses Fall Meeting

After a shaky start, Gene Washington went on to tell
how those involved in sports enjoy participation because
sports provided “the last level playing field”. 1le stated
that ability alone counts and that is why so many men and
women are attracted to athletic competition. He con-
trasted this to the “real world™ where other factors are
involved and sometimes overshadow the ability of an
individual, which makes the transition from sports to
another career a difficult one for some individuals,

He told of coming to Stanford from Southern California,
playing freshman football and returning to the Coliseum,
where he had watched games as a youngster, to compete
against U.5.C. Today, freshmen are playing on varsity
teams and he stated that this jump from high school is more
difficult than going from college to the N.F.L.

He quoted Al Davis by saying, “Great players make great
plays when you need thetn,” in response to a question on
why Wallers, Rice, and Taylor didn’t get more action in
the Dallas garmne.

Asanexample of the importance of being able to “bounce
back under pressure,” he cited the case of Jim Plunkett
who always rose to the occasion. After being forced to sit

out for two years because of tumor surgery and other

adversity, he proceeded to win the Heisman Trophy,-
played for New England, was cut by the 49ers, sat on the

bench for a year with the Raiders, then became the

M.V.F. in the Super Bowl. Gene spoke of Bill Walsh and

Joe Montana as two others who followed this pattermn of

bouncing back from adversity.

He predicted the key players in Stanford’s future success
would be quarterback Scott [Frost from Nebraska, Brian
Manning and Mike Mitchell, who in Gene’s estimation
could be the best running back Stanford has ever had. His
prediction that Stanford would beat Arizona State proved
to be incorrect, but he expected the Big Game to be close,
if Cal’s quarterback were healthy.

In discussing recruiting restrictions of the N.C.A.A., he
stated that only eleven individuals can go off the campus
to Tecruit, but if prospects come on the campus, any
representitive can talk with them. This year’s number
one target is Tiger Woods, a scratch golfer.

Once again the O.T.A.A. members present had more inter-
esting questions than time would allow to be answered.
